Airports of Thailand Public Company Limited (ACT) has established its safety objectives
to guide its operations in alignment with the State Safety Programme (SSP), ensuring compliance with
its strategies, core values, and sustainable development principles.

These safety objectives, formulated in accordance with the Thailand Aviation Safety
Action Plan (TASAP) B.E. 2567 - 2569 (2024 - 2026), aim to enhance safety performance across all airports
under AOT’s supenvision. By adhering to the Safety Management System (SMS), AOT strives to minimize
risks associated with accidents and severe incidents while improving safety processes and evaluating
outcomes and impacts.

General Objectives
1. Compliance with Standards

To operate all airports in compliance with national laws and ICAO Standards and
recommended practices, while maintaining the Public Aerodrome Certification.
2. Effective SMS Implementation
To implement the SMS uniformly across all operations to ensure consistent safety
practices and the highest safety standards.
3. Fostering Safety Culture
To promote and develop knowledge, understanding, awareness, and collaboration in
safety management to build a strong safety culture.
4. Establishing a Just Culture
To develop an efficient safety reporting system that encourages transparency and

- confidence through the promotion of a “Just Culture” within the organization.

5. Continuous Safety Performance Monitoring
To regularly measure and monitor the safety performance of all AOT-operated airports
to support ongoing improvement.
6. Adoption of Innovation and Technology
To incorporate innovative practices and advanced technologies to enhance safety
management efficiency.

Specific Objectives
1. Mitigating Controlled Flight Into Terrain (CFIT)

To reduce the occurrence rate of CFIT incidents linked to AQT airport operations.
2. Reducing Runway Excursions (RE)
To reduce the occurrence rate and severity of runway excursion incidents caused
by AOT airport operations.



3.~ Reducing Runway Incursions (RI)
To reduce the occurrence rate and severity of runway incursion incidents associated

with AOT airport operations.
4. Reducing Bird Strike Risks
To reduce the rate of bird strikes within its airports which cause damage to aircraft according

to the operation of the airports under supervision of AOT.
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
